AGREEMENTS MOVING TOWARDS RIO +20,

RIO +20 PREPARATORY MEETING - KARI OCA

Manaus, Brazil

August 22, 23 and 24, 2011

The participants of the Rio +20 preparatory meeting  held in Manaus, Brazil on August 22, 23 and 24, 2011 have reached the following agreements in order to move towards the Conference on Sustainable Development, known as Rio + 20 - to be held on June 4 to the 6, 2012 in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil.

The Global Committee functions are to:


- Divulge, disseminate and promote the monitoring process of the preparatory meetings 
and the conference itself.


- Promote the mobilization of resources to facilitate the participation of Indigenous 
representatives in the Rio +20 Conference.

- Promote and maintain a system of comprehensive and updated information to ensure 
that the networks are informed.

3. A Secretariat is agreed to be formed, which will be located in Rio de Janeiro. 

Both Marcos Terena and Marcos Apurina will assume the role of the Secretariat, with the following tasks:


- Participate in local and national activities to form a relationship with the Brazilian 
government.


- Coordinate support, proper attention and reception of different delegations from 
around the world.


- Collect and disseminate logistic information about available hotels, roads, 
transportation, location of official events, location of side events, technical conditions, 
security, among others.

During the meeting, Edwin Vasquez (COICA) made explicit his support for the creation and operation of the Secretariat.

4. Through the coordination of the Global Committee and Regional Committees, the following is agreed:
1. Assess the way we have implemented our Indigenous Peoples Implementation Plan on Sustainable Development (Johannesburg, 2002) and consolidate them into regional and global reports to be presented in the Final Document of Rio + 20 and the 11th session of the Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues and other relevant bodies. Tebbteba will collect information and present a document with inputs from the UN Secretary General by November 1.
2. Create adequate opportunities for Indigenous Peoples to present alternative proposals to the concepts of green economy and the institutional framework for sustainable development that has been developed so far.
3. Disseminate information to our groups and communities, to encourage them to contribute with their views and their work in order to promote sustainable development at various levels.
4. Organize regional and subregional preparatory conferences for an increased participation of Indigenous Peoples.
5. Participate in the various meetings of official mandate of Rio + 20 established by the UN and the Proper Conference  and contribute to the contents of the Final Document of the event.
6. Organize Karioca 2, a global conference of Indigenous Peoples where we will share our efforts to implement development with identity and culture or our selfdetermined development, life plans, concepts of good living and well-being such as buen vivir, laman laka, innayan, etc. and to endeavour to reach a consensus on themes and issues of Rio +20;
7. Establish an exhibition of how we are operationalizing sustainable development in our communities, how we are defending our lands, territories and resources as well as our ways of addressing the obstacles we face;
8. Organize side events and press briefings during Rio + 20 which are to be held both at the official venue and other sites allocated for Major Groups;
9. Hold dialogues with other social movements, other major groups, UN agencies, programmes and funds before and during the Rio + 20 Conference;
10. Ensure a balanced participation of indigenous women, elders and youth.

- The right to land and jurisdictional security,

- Food Sovereignty and right to food.

Conference on Sustainable Development: June 4-6, 2012
12. The central message to be disseminated in all areas of possible impact is:

"For us, Indigenous Peoples, the construction of a new development model, with full and effective participation, respecting the free, prior and informed consent, Indigenous land, food sovereignty, self-determination and transmission our traditional knowledge from generation to generation; is a fundamental priority.”
